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Methodology

• The online survey was conducted among current members of the INNOVATIVE’s
Canada 20/20 panel between January 21st and January 23rd, 2007.

• The study included 1,170 responses eligible for inclusion in our analysis.  After 
weighting a sample of this size the aggregated results are considered accurate to 
within ±2.87 percentage points, 19 times out of 20, of what they would have been 
had a representative cross-section of Canadians eligible to vote been polled.  

• Note: the five recommendation support questions were randomized to ensure 
minimum bias.
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Key Findings

• Almost half of Canadians have at least a general understanding of the 
Manley Report (48%), with more awareness in Ontario (61%).

• Among those familiar with the report, slightly more (26%) are more likely to 
support after RSH about the Manley Report than less likely (17%).

• Of all the Manley recommendations tested, strongest support is for shifting 
Canadian military focus to a training role (74%).

• About half (49%) would support extending the mission, with Liberals 
slightly more supportive than not (43% vs. 38%) for extending the mission.  

-Tories are rock solid in their support (75%, 44% strongly support).  
-Francophones (39%) are much less supportive of extending the 
mission than Anglophones (52%).
